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On February 21st 1985, Cynthia Thorpe was hired by the County as a Drafting Technician for
the Planning Commission. There was no planning department at that time. Her office was located
I in whatis now the IT Building. At the end of June that same year the office was moved to the
I building now occupied by the Solicitor’s Intervention Program. It was here that the Planning

Department was born. “We even got a time clock then.” Cynthia stated. There were no zoning
laws at this time and the subdivision regulations had only been passed in January the year before
| she started working. Her immediate duties were to color code by hand the soil conservation maps
from DHEC. This allowed recommendations to the Commission to be made for where to put
developments. For example, not allowing areas to be residential that would not support septic
systems.
| Her duties changed with the purchase of an Intergraph System. Cynthia describes itasa GIS
| system that was very rudimentary. The work station, was a stand alone system and took up half a
room. To learn to operate the system she went to Huntsville, Alabama for nine weeks of training
| and had additional training here. This system was used to make maps and illustrations for the
| department.
Her first promotion came in 1991 when Cynthia earned a Bachelors Degree in Political Science
with a minor in Computer Science. She officially became a Planner. Her main duties were
| reviewing minor plats. However Cynthia also recalls that she did field work for addressing. The
| staff members would go into the field and hand draw the maps used for addressing.
In 1997 Cynthia received her last promotion to Senior Planner. Through the years she had
worked at “what ever needed to be done.” This gave her skills in zoning, grant work, planning
I commission support, addressing, plans reviewing and customer contact.
| Today Cynthia works on both the Zoning and Planning sides of the office. Her duties include
I zoning reports, board of appeals board orders, street naming including notifications, reviewing
minor plats, reviewing some major developments, handling customers calls and working with
I clients directly. In addition, she still has original copies of the Subdivision Regulations from 1984
| and the First Zoning Ordinances from 1987. “You'd be surprised. On occasion we still use these
for various reasons,” she says. For instance today's zoning districts can be compared to what they
I first were, showing how much the districts have changed through the years by the amendments
I added to them. And Cynthia still gets the occasional question of “Do you remember when ..and
| how did we do things then?”
Cynthia’s official retirement date is October 4th. What will she do next? Her plans are to take

The Horry County Affordable and Workforce Housing Commission elected Mr.
Henry Nichols as Chairman for the 2nd time in as many years. Mr. Cliff Rudd was also elected
for a 2nd Vice Chairman term. The Commission inked a Resolution to County Council
supporting the adoption of the Racepath Neighborhood Revitalization Plan at their September
meeting. The Plan addresses current issues in the community via strategic recommendations
under the headings of: Public Safety; Code Enforcement and Zoning; Housing; and, Public
Infrastructure. The Plan and Resolution will no go to the I&R Committee.

Also at the September meeting, the Housing Commission was briefed on the 2013 - 2018
Horry County Consolidated Plan (ConPlan). As a designated HUD Entitlement Community, the
County receives annual Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), Emergency Solutions
Grant (ESG), and HOME Investment Partnership (HOME) funding. The ConPlan is the
framework to assist Horry County in determining where future federal funds will be
allocated. Homelessness, affordable housing, assisting disadvantaged populations, and
fighting poverty are just some of the areas where the County will focus funding. The Strategic
Plan section of the ConPlan prioritizes spending in specified “Geographic Priority Areas”. The
Community Development Department is responsible for the implementation of the ConPlan,
but the Housing Commission is specifically mentioned as a partner in the execution of the
Plan. Over 42,500 household are currently defined as “cost burdened”, meaning housing costs
exceed 30% of Area Median Income (AMI) for those households. Additionally, over 1,100
households lack complete plumbing or kitchen facilities. The Housing Commission, in
partnership with Community Development, seeks to rectify this situation.

Ice machines are popping up all over the county and while this is a
convenience for both consumer and vendor, it is against the law to put
them just anywhere. The placement of ice machines is restricted -
under law and each and every ice machine needs to be permitted. A
plan should be submitted to the Planning and Zoning Department for XS
approval before placement of machines.

Owners of illegally placed machines will be issued a warning ticket to
bring them into compliance. This may mean a total relocation of the
machine with the cost to be absorbed by the owner. If a person fails to &

heed the warning ticket a citation will be issued. This illegally placed ice machine is too close to two
